This project will explore CA state standards; 3: b, c, f, 5: a, b, e, 6: a, b
In addition, students will have the opportunity to work in groups to prepare a movie demonstrating their understanding of the key element carbon, its importance and challenges to life on Earth.

Project: Option 1
Students, either working in groups of 2-3 people or by themselves, will put together a movie presentation detailing their understanding of the importance of carbon, carbon reservoirs, a diagram showing the flow of carbon between reservoirs, yet not increasing the total amount of carbon on the Earth and the effect that elevated carbon levels have on the atmosphere/ocean reservoirs.  In addition, student groups will suggest lifestyle choices students can make, that will lessen the amount of carbon released from a reservoir into the atmosphere, and explain how this choice accomplishes that. Student groups should prepare these presentations for an audience of their peers. Feel free to use animation or other creative technology to produce your presentation. 
Option 2
Students will select a video that opposes their position on global change.  The video may not be longer than 5 minutes and must be approved by the teacher.  The chosen video will not count as time for the student’s presentation.
Students will use legitimate sources to research and prove their position on global change, to “debunk” points presented in the video they chose.

(debunk = to expose the sham or falseness of …  https://www.merriam-webster.com/dictionary/debunk)  Students will make a movie, showing the reasons for their opposition, citing/showing the legitimate sources, using both graphic and textual displays.  Sources must be from unbiased research based on data, to be “legitimate”.  Primary sources are preferred. (Do not use newscasts, social media, etc as legitimate source) Student groups should prepare these presentations for an audience of their peers.
For both options:

Group presentations should be between 4-5 minutes long. Groups will hand in a “storyboard” (include script, music and desired images) prior to their presentation (see due date). A template for a single page of a “storyboard” is available on the Jr. High Science website under “Resources”. Additional information regarding best practices with a video and how to make an Imovie is also posted on the Jr. High Science website under “Resources”. Any additional references used for research or visual images for this project should be included with the presentation using MLA format.  Presentations will be graded for content, accuracy of information and effectiveness of their message. Presentations with a high degree of accuracy and effectiveness will be shared with students.
