Cell Game Study Aid
CA Science Standard: Cell Biology

1 
 All living organisms are composed of cells, from just one to many trillions, whose details usually are visible only through a microscope.
The purpose of this project is to acquaint students with the structure and function of the cell organelles in both plant and animal cells. Students may use their “cell game” as a study aid.
Students will work in groups of three, to create a game of their choice to demonstrate an understanding of the cell parts and their functions. The game must include the following elements: 

1) Clearly show whether “cell game” represents a plant or animal cell. 

2) List only the cell organelles that are present in either the plant or animal cell as stated in Chpt. 1, sect. 2 of their book. 

3) Game should be set up in a way that the function and location within the cell of each cell organelle can be determined. 

4) Game should include images/photos of cell parts that are labeled and whose function is clearly explained. If photos from the internet are used, the URL for each photo should be attached.

5) Typed directions for how to play the game. Any questions as part of the game must have answers.

Games should show creativity, imagination and sincere effort.  Games will be brought into school and played by fellow classmates. Games are due Wednesday, October 22nd.
