1) Read the article assigned to your group. List words you did not understand as you read. Write the important points made in the article.
2) Read the article out loud as a group.  Discuss any words individuals in the group did not understand.  Decide on the main points of the article and use these to create a group summary.

3) Discuss and write the purpose for writing the article (the tone).  Was it to share facts, stir emotions, create a bias etc.  List some of the sentences or words that you feel give evidence for your group’s decision.
