*accurate notes=legible records, (preferably typed) in sequential order (1st to last), of every single thing you do to accomplish this mission.  Be sure to include any brainstorming activity, resources such as books or web sites used, a list of directions for all your attempts to cut the paper and the final modifications to the directions you used to complete this mission. Your grade will be determined by how accurate your notes are, not by whether you successfully solve the challenge.
